It is with deep sorrow that we chronicle the death of our old friend Dr. Gustave Chabaud. He
died suddenly of an attack of apoplexy of the lungs, last Thursday, 8 Nov 1877, at 2 o'clock in
the afternoon. The deceased was the friend of all classes and the benefactor of the poor. His
memory will long be cherished in our community where he had filled such a prominent part for
the last 37 years. Dr. Chabaud was born in Bordeaux, France, and was a resident of St John the
Baptist since 1840. He died in his 67th year. He was interred Friday at 3 o'clock in the afternoon
in St John the Baptist Cemetery amid many friends and relatives.
